Ʒ Totus Tuus for youth entering grades 7-12 in the next 

school year, begins Sunday, June 4, and runs during the 

evenings through Thursday, June 8, 7:30 ð 9:45 pm. Grades 7 

& 8 are separate from the high school students. 
 

Ʒ For youth going into first through sixth grades next school 

year, the grade school program runs Monday through Friday, 

June 5-9, during the day, 9 am - 3 pm. 
 

Ʒ VBS (Vacation Bible School), for potty-trained 3-year-olds up 

to Kindergarten for the next school year, runs the same 

Monday through Friday, June 5-9, during the morning.
