Advent Confession schedule 
Extra times of Confession will continue this Sunday, 

December 17, and will take place each day through 

Saturday, December 23:  

Third Sunday of Advent 
Today is Gaudete (Rejoice) Sunday, which is 

pronounced {gow (rhymes with how), day, tay}.  Why 

do we rejoice?  
 

Advent is similar to Lent in that it is a penitential 

season. The middle (or third) Sunday of Advent 

corresponds with Laetare or Mid-Lent Sunday. Rose-

colored vestments are allowed instead of purple.  
 

All these distinguishing marks have continued in use, 

and are the present discipline of the Latin Church. 

Gaudete Sunday, therefore, makes a breaker like 

Laetare Sunday, about midway through a season 

which is otherwise of a penitential character, and 

signifies the nearness of the Lord's coming. 
 

The Introductory Rite today proclaims òRejoice in the 

Lord always; again I say, rejoice. Indeed the Lord is 

near.ó And the Responsorial Psalm òMy soul rejoices 

in my Godó echoes this day of celebration. For this 

reason our parish holds the annual Christmas dinner 

on the Third Sunday of Advent.
